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HOW TO “WINTERIZE” YOUR HORSE
Dr. Rob VanWessum, equine clinician at the MSU Veterinary Teaching Hospital, will address the
issue  of what equestrians should do to down-train their horses in preparation for the winter layoff
on Saturday, October 11, 2008 at 10 a.m.

“Many Michigan equestrians are faced with the problem of not being able to ride their horses very
often during the winter, explains vanWessum.  “It is important for owners to learn how to gradually
slow down from the busy summer training schedule when cold weather arrives.  Down-training the
horse in the fall will help prevent injuries during the winter and the following spring.  Plus proper diet
changes from summer to winter will help prevent the horse from becoming overweight.”

He will also address issues of winter riding and what do do in order to prevent injuries during cold
temperatures, and will describe what kind of exercises should be done to keep horses flexible and
strong, and provide deworming and dietary advice.

The seminar will be held in E-100 Veterinary Medical Center, East Lansing, from 10 a.m. - 1 p.m.
